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News from the Transition Teamé.. 
 

 The Transition Team is continuing to make steady and prayerful progress.  We 

have   completed a first pass through the Congregational Mission Profile (CMP) form, 

filling in the sections where information is known, and identifying areas for additional 

research.  We are working with Council, our ministries and soon with individuals, to fill 

in these gaps, and will provide a survey questionnaire afterwards, to gather input on the 

critical pastoral qualities.  Finally, we are planning to invite each of you, this fall, to share 

your thoughts, memories, and a side dish for a potluck meeting (date to be announced).  

There we will discuss the historic and current issues that define who we are and where we     

believe God is calling us.  Your participation will give us a well-rounded perspective, 

which will be passed on in the final CMP to the Call Committee. 

 

 Those are the mechanics of where we are in the process.  The spiritual side of the 

journey is that we are striving to see our task in the way that God sees it, to better under-

stand His desires, His plans and His ways.  Our temptation would be to make quick       

decisions, based on our wishes, the wishes of those around us, and available data.  This 

would produce ineffective and short-term results, and deny us the opportunity to learn and 

grow.  To avoid this, we have included in our meetings guided discussions on topics     

including leadership in healthy congregations, characteristics of effective leaders,        

common triggers of anxiety in a congregation, and discernment (understanding how God 

works in us individually and in community). 

 

 Pastor Tim recently explained to us two Greek words that are used to describe 

time: chronos and kairos.  Chronos refers to chronological or sequential time - that which 

drives us between appointments, assignments, paychecks, and deadlines.  Kairos is the 

word   interpreted as ñthe fullness of timeò, the time appointed by God for a thing to come       

together.  As the Transition Team works to complete the paperwork that will drive the 

call and decision processes, we prayerfully wait for God to do a greater work which     

includes, clarifying our gifts and needs, clarifying the gifts and needs of our community, 

and calling the person He has chosen to bring us together into our future ministry. 

 

 We believe that the Holy Spirit is leading the committee through this process, and 

has awesome plans for Mount Si and this community.  Thank you for being involved in 

this journey together with us.

Dear Friends in Christ, 

 

We are in an exciting time in the church. Once in every generation a new core worship resource appears: a new 

treasury of worship, prayer, and song to help the church renew its worship life.  A resource of this sort is now 

available. 

  

Evangelical Lutheran Worship (ELW) is the result of a five-year process during which Lutheran congregations 

all across North America were invited to test new worship materials and provide feedback, including a list of 

favorite hymns, to help build the best worship resources for the whole church. These new resources have truly 

been prepared by the whole church, for the whole church. They reflect the riches of our past, the gifts of the 

present, and the hope that we have for the future of Godôs church.  The new ELW basically combines the best 

from the  Lutheran Book of Worship (LBW) & the With One Voice (WOV). 

  

After review of the hymnal, the Worship and Music Committee is exploring the acquisition of this resource for 

incorporation into our worship services. Some of the features of the hymnal are as follows: 

  

Ten Holy Communion Settings including settings Two & Three from the LBW and Setting Five from WOV. 

Special Liturgies for Ash Wednesday, Holy Week including the Vigil of Easter. 

Daily Prayer including congregational Morning Prayer, Evening Prayer, Night Prayer, and Responsive Prayer    

 services. 

All 150 Psalms (the LBW doesnôt have all 150 Psalms) for singing or for reading.  

 

There are 650-700 of the most popular hymns and worship songs, of which 73% come from the LBW and 

WOV.   

 

There are various types & styles of worship for various  situations including a service for healing. 

 

The ELW also includes Martin Lutherôs Small Catechism. 

 

The Worship & Music Committee is planning to obtain ten copies of the new ELW and have them on display 

for people to look at  them. 

 

We are looking into different methods of financing this purchase other than employing money from the      

General Fund. These may include individual pre-purchase of hymnals for dedication and use of Worship and 

Music restricted fund dollars.  Three members have already dedicated memorial funds to the purchase of the 

new ELW. 

 

In worship we receive Godôs grace, freely given to us in Christ. In worship we respond with praise and thanks-

giving to that freely given gift. As you prepare to support our churchôs  worship life through the gift of new 

worship resources, we invite you to respond with a grateful heart. 

 

God be with you as you pray and meditate on the commitment you will make. Please contact members of the  

Worship and Music Committee with any questions.

Dear friends of the Kaliningrad churches, 
  

I just had a wonderful, long conversation with Dean Heye Osterwald and wanted to let you 

know that he sends his kindest regards to you all . He waxed quite nostalgic at the memory 

of his lovely visit with you all a few years ago, emphasizing again your exceptional hospi-

tality and caring.  As you know, he will be leaving Kaliningrad at the end of next month and 

will be in Germany next week for an interview with a congregation in the Hamburg area, the 

North Elbe synod which sent him to Kaliningrad years ago. He had  applied for the position of General   

Secretary of the Gustav Adolf Werk which works with both Eastern Europe and South America. He tells 

me they had 50 applicants for such a sought after position. Competition is tough everywhere! 
  

You can imagine that the move to Germany is fraught with some "nervous anticipation", especially for his 

Russian wife Anna, who is not yet fluent in German, but the two boys are bilingual and should have no 

problems integrating at school. Do keep them in your prayers. 
  

His successor in Kaliningrad will be Pastor Jochen Loeber who comes from the Frankfurt area. He is 

around 43 years old and has a family. He will have big shoes to fill, having no experience with Russia,   

having to start from scratch. He, too, will need to be remembered. Things at Resurrection Church are going 

fine and Pastor Heye is confident that the congregation will work well with the new pastor and hopes that 

the social work activities will remain healthy and growing. Varja Varsenik varsenik@bk.ru continues to be 

the youth worker. 
  

The congregation in Gussev is well. Pastor Tanya had the baby, a boy, four weeks ago. If you wish to write 

to her and Pastor Dietrich brauer@bk.ru , I'm sure they'd be pleased. 
  

As to Pollesk, Pastor Heye is pleased at the positive development in terms of Pastor Igor Ronge's accep-

tance by the congregation. He came from the Russian Orthodox Church and it seems that it took some time 

for them to feel comfortable with each other.

 expect our lists to be filled.  We must be earnest  and committed in prayer.  We also pray with 
 the expectation  that our prayers will be  answered when they are within Godôs will. 
 

R As we grow in our relationship  with God, we grow in righteousness .  We are rewarded  for 

 our faithfulness and submission to the Holy One.
