New Fall Worship Schedule  
 

This past spring the Worship and Music committee received a request   

from Parish Education to consider a change in worship times on Sunday      

mornings to allow for a dedicated Education hour time slot for Sunday 

School and Adult Education between the two worship services.    

 

The Worship & Music committee researched the service times of churches 

in the Snoqualmie Valley and ELCA churches in the area, and gathered    

input from Pastor Tim and the Assistant to the Bishop, the Rev. Jan Nesse.  

Part of the research revealed that the most favored time slots for worship 

are between 8:00 and 11:00 am.  The two committees met, and agreed to a 

new Sunday morning schedule taking into consideration the needs of all 

parties involved.  The result was taken to the Church Council who voted 

for the changes at the July council meeting.  (See schedule see below)    

 

This change will be beneficial to our congregation in several important 

ways: 1) it will allow everyone the opportunity to take part in either       

Sunday School or an Adult Education class on Sunday morning, and not 

have to choose between their preferred worship format and their education.  

Additionally, 2) it will  permit all of those who teach Sunday School or 

Adult Education to worship with their families at a service of their choos-

ing.  Families worshipping together is a tradition worthy of support.   

  

The new Sunday morning schedule will begin on September 6th as    

follows: 

  

8:15- 9:15       First Service- Traditional Format  

9:15                Coffee and Fellowship Time/ Transition Time 

9:30-10:20      Sunday School/Adult Education
