Insights on Devotional Bible Reading

From fiHow Lutherans Interpret the Bi

Presented by Mark Allen Powell

The Bible is not meant to be a coffee table book. In order for the Word of God to have power in our
lives, it must be opened and read. It must be received and believed.

As Christians, we are encouraged to take ti me
Word for us. If we do, we will grow spiritually and we will grow closer to God.

The key to devotional Bible reading is to approach it with expectation. We expect to encounter God
in the words of Scripture, and we expect to hear what the Word of God has to say to us. It should
never be just about duty or obligation. It should be a source of pleasure and delight. It should
provide us with something to savor.

Four Steps for Devotional Bible Reading

1) Have a plan. Commit to it and make it intentional. Decide when, where and what you will read.

2) Pray. Place these letters on the front of your Bible (and put into practice)d PBOd which stand
f olPrayBeforeOpeni ngo. Ask for the Holy Spirit to
standing. A good sample prayer is found on page 72 in the ELW.

3) Reflect. It is important to take time to reflect and meditate on what you have read. What is
Godds Word saying to you in this passage?

4) Respond to God . Devotions should be a time of dialog with God. Talk to God about what you
have read. Take time to praise, worship, confess, argue if you disagree, etc.

What can you expect if you read the Bible reqularly?

You will learn a lot of content you may not be familiar with. You may be bored, frustrated and even
outraged at times. The Bible will also speak words of comfort, blessing, and healing as well as
occasional challenge and rebuke. The Bible contains painful and pleasant, bitter and sweet. Finally,
if you do daily devotional reading, you will draw closer to God.
