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                 Lent  
 Weôve been on an exhilarating ride the last few 

months.  Weôve seen the Word of God made flesh in 

the birth of Jesus Christ. The light no darkness can 

overcome had arrived in the world in a powerful way.  Weôve begun catching subtle 

glimpses into who this person of Jesus is and what the new life heôs brought to us looks 

like.  Now we shift gears a little bit as we enter the season of Lent.  Itôs not an easy 

church season to describe, so Iôll borrow some words from a great writer, Nora  

Gallagher: 
 

ñwe are going into Lent, someone said, as if Lent were something to fall 

into, a vesseléWe begin a pilgrimage on Ash Wednesday, a journey in 

which each step we take matches one in a story.  Itôs like falling into a 

world, in which each movement reflects a movement elsewhere, each 

step is matched by another in a parallel danceé 

The geography of our Lenten journey begins in the desert.  In the crucible of 

heat and sand, Jesus was trying to figure out, as Frederick Buechner 

writes, ówhat it meant to be Jesusôò ïNora Gallagher 
 

 For us this Lenten journey is trying to figure out what it means to be followers 

of Jesus.  We may be far removed from that crucible of heat and sand, the dry dusty 

places of Jesus life of ministry.  Our journey is formed by the mountains, and the rain, 

the oceans and rivers, the geography of the Pacific Northwest.  Our steps are matched in 

the parallel dance as we join the pilgrimage to the crossðwhere we will find death and 

despair and the unmatched joy of finding the empty tomb. 
 

 This journey begins with the Imposition of Ashes.  The ashes are the charred   

remains of the palms we used during Palm Sunday at the end of last yearôs Lenten        

journey.  The ashes are used to remind us of mortality, of the earth, of the dust from 

which we came.  We are reminded that our earthly lives are not eternal, and bound in 

the human condition we can only hope for the eternal life that is in God. 
 

 One of my favorite professors used to say to our class, ñwe cannot think         

ourselves out of the human condition.ò We like to think we are in charge and that we 

can control our lives down to the finest detail.  Lent is a reminder to us that this is not 

the case, we are confronted with our mortality and humanity.  That being said, Lent is 

often associated with a somber and depressive season.  I think I would like to shift us 

from depressiveness to honest humility and modesty.  Honest about who we are as 

Godôs created ones, humble about our inability to save ourselves, and open to hearing 

the still, small voice of the Spirit at work in our midst. 
 

 I invite you to fall with us into Lent, the world where our movements are part of 

a much larger story.  We are called to figure out what it means to be followers of Jesus 

as he heads to the cross.

Making pancakes and 

doughnuts are great ways to use up those soon to be limited ingredientsðand have a good time eating them!  

So here at Mt. Si Lutheran Church we are going to join this great tradition and have pancake dinner at 6:00pm 

on Tuesday February 16th in the fellowship hall.  Please join us, share in fun and fellowship as we prepare to 

begin our Lenten journey together! 
 

Ash Wednesday, February 17 

Since ancient times, Lent has been the season of heightened focus on our life in Christ, both as a faith       

community and on our own individually.  Our Lenten Journey this year begins early on Ash Wednesday,     

February 17, 2010, 7:00 p.m.  The Ash Wednesday worship service will be one of repentance & reconcilia-

tion and will include the Imposition of Ashes & Communion.   
 

Lenten Services: 

You are invited to join us on Wednesday evenings at 6:00pm for a simple Soup and Bread Supper in the     

Fellowship Hall.  Then we will gather in the Sanctuary at 7:00pm for our Lenten worship services.  This year 

we will be meditating on a few of the significant moments of Jesusô life of ministry and teaching as he jour-

neyed to the cross.  We will examine these moments in Jesus life using the words of Scripture and the artwork 

of the St. Johnôs Illuminated Bible.

For our second Lenten evening service Jesusô baptism will be our focus.  We celebrate the confluence of the 

water, the Word and the promise of God in Baptism.  We recall the words that came down from heaven, ñthis 

is my Son, the Beloved, with whom I am well pleased.ò The illumination for this moment in Jesusô life is     

particularly stunning. 
 

Wednesday March 10 

Jesus spent a lot of time teaching the disciples and the crowds who gathered around him.  Often he used the 

Parables as ways to teach people about the kingdom of God.  The parable of the Sower and the Seed is such a 

parable that exposes for us what the life of a follower of Christ is like.  For our third Lenten evening service 

we will see the illumination of this story from Christôs teaching and examine our own discipleship. 
 

Wednesday March 17 

One of the most powerful, yet mysterious events in the life of Christ is the Transfiguration.  The fourth 

Lenten evening service will center around this powerful and strange event in the life of Jesus.  The illumina-

tion depicts Moses, Elijah, and Jesus on the mountain top in a stunning and inspiring mannerðcome and see. 
 

Wednesday March 24 

Our Lenten journey comes to a dramatic end with the Crucifixion.  Our final Lenten evening service will    

focus on the cross.  This is one of the most difficult parts of the Christian storyðour savior dying on a cross.
