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rows of double crochet. The rows of single
crochet separate the shawl into a pattern of
bands of three. Finished shawls are two to
three feet wide and six to seven feet long with
the finishing fringe. (See instructions below.)
A prayer should be written and included with
each shawl.

Shawls can be made in tweed, and colored
brown, blue, or green for men, and pastels or
Jewel tones for women. A shawl filled with
the colors of the rainbow may be given to a
hospitalized child.

Prayer shawls are gifts freely given with no
strings attached. They are not for sale. They
are gifts of love. Selling a shawl would defeat
