Update on New Worship Resource  
  

Dear Friends in Christ, 
  

We are in an exciting time in the church. Once in every generation a new core worship resource appears: a new treasury of worship, 
prayer, and song to help the church renew its worship life.  A resource of this sort is now available. 
  

Evangelical Lutheran Worship (ELW) is the result of a five-year process during which Lutheran congregations all across North America 
were invited to test new worship materials and provide feedback, including a list of favorite hymns, to help build the best worship          
resources for the whole church. These new resources have truly been prepared by the whole church, for the whole church. They reflect 
the riches of our past, the gifts of the present, and the hope that we have for the future of Godôs church.  The new ELW basically combines 
the best from the  Lutheran Book of Worship (LBW) & the With One Voice (WOV). 
  

After review of the hymnal, and with encouragement from Pastor Tim, the Worship and Music Committee is exploring the acquisition of 
this resource for incorporation into our worship services. Some of the features of the hymnal are as follows: 
  

Ten Holy Communion Settings including settings Two & Three from the LBW and Setting Five from WOV. 
Special liturgies for Ash Wednesday, Procession with Palms, Maundy Thursday, Good Friday, and Vigil of Easter. 

Daily Prayer including congregational Morning Prayer, Evening Prayer, Night Prayer, and Responsive Prayer services. 

All 150 Psalms (the LBW doesnôt have all 150 Psalms) for singing or for reading. Translation based on LBW version.  
 

There are 650-700 of the most popular hymns and worship songs, of which 73% come from the LBW and WOV.  The other 27% come 
from other resources including Renewing Worship and This Far by Faith. 
 

There are various types & styles of worship for various  situations (small group, camping, retreats, etc.) 
 

The ELW also includes Martin Lutherôs Small & Large Catechism.

We are looking into different methods of financing this purchase other than employing money from the General Fund. These may include 
individual pre-purchase of hymnals for dedication and use of Worship and Music restricted fund dollars. 
 

A member of the Worship and Music Committee will be delivering a short Temple Talk during several upcoming Sunday Worship services 
to review this opportunity to enrich our worship services 
 

In worship we receive Godôs grace, freely given to us in Christ. In worship we respond with praise and thanksgiving to that freely given gift. 
As you prepare to support our churchôs  worship life through the gift of new worship resources, I invite you to respond with a grateful heart.

Letter from Presiding Bishop Mark Hanson on current domestic disasters 
June 20, 2008 

 

Dear sisters and brothers in Christ: 

 

With a swiftness that we could not have imagined only weeks ago, the waters have brought chaos to a large 

area of the central United States. The flooding that is moving south in the Mississippi River valley follows   

unusually destructive tornadoes in several states and the humanitarian crisis after an immigration raid in     

Postville, Iowa. The scope is broad. Tornadoes have caused fatalities in 15 states, and at least 11 synods       

currently are involved in relief operations with ELCA Domestic Disaster Response, an unprecedented number 

in our history. 

 

In the midst of these disasters, Scripture speaks to us. "God is our refuge and strength, a very present help in 

trouble. Therefore we will not fear, though the earth should change, though the mountains shake in the heart 

of the sea; though its waters roar and foam, though the mountains tremble with its tumult." (Psalm 46:1-3) 

God remains faithful. God's Spirit is at work, moving over the face of the waters to renew life and hope. This 

hope will not disappoint, because God's love is being poured out through the Holy Spirit. 

 

I write to ask you to join me in prayer and action. Please pray for all who are facing adversity, including the 

hidden challenges that seep in after media attention leaves: the destruction of this year's crop and the produc-

tivity of cropland for years to come; the loss of homes and neighborhoods; the severing of ties from each other 

and histories in particular places; and the troubling emotions and thoughts that erode confidence and faith. 

Pray that God's Spirit sustain them in the hope of God's faithfulness, shown to us in Jesus Christ. 

 

An ELCA Disaster Alert with information about how you can help in recovery is being sent to you as I write. 

Please join me in an outpouring of love that is equal not only to the depth of the waters, but even more to the 

fullness of Jesus' life in us and to the Spirit's renewing work in the world. We will be the Body of Christ to 

those who yearn for a comforting presence. We will be the gentle hands that hold those who yearn for the   

healing that Jesus brought. Through our service God will speak their names and hold them as a treasured     

possession. 

 

"But now thus says the Lord, he who created you, O Jacob, he who formed you, O Israel: Do not fear, for I 

have redeemed you; I have called you by name, you are mine. When you pass through the waters, I will be 

with you; and through the rivers, they shall not overwhelm you; when you walk through fire you shall not be 

burned, and the flame shall not consume you. For I am the Lord your God, the Holy One of Israel, your     

Savior." (Isaiah 43:1-3)

Its all Greek to me: worship 
 

All that has life and breath, 

Come now with praises before Him. . .    

 

As we work our way through the ñmarks of discipleshipò our church has been teaching, I thought it made 

sense to look at worship first. Although many of us use the term ñworshipò to refer only to the time we spend 

praising God and learning together on Sunday mornings, worship needs to be at the top of any list of what a 

disciple does because it is, in fact, everything. By that I mean that worship defines everything that we are and 

do. 

 

The real question is: what do we worship? Worship is defined as that to which we ascribe ultimate worth. 

Thatôs easy, we ascribe ultimate worth to God, right? But do we?  

Ascribe ultimate worth means: the focus of our lives and thoughts:  

the source of our security,  

our ultimate concern,  

the source of our meaning and purpose,  

that which captures our fantasies, our time, or our worries.  

So the real question is, what do we: meditate upon, remember, recount, tell, proclaim, consider? The scriptures 

tell us that that is what we worship. This is a hard question: very few of us can honestly answer that we      

worship fully only God. What about money, baseball, TV, our childrenôs concerns, work?  

 

So that is why I say, ñworship is everything.ò There is nothing we do that isnôt worship: our prayer is that most 

of it is worship rightly centered on God! Our desire is to more fully put God at the center as our ultimate 

worth. Worship of God means living a life wholly transformed by the doing of faith: by choosing God as     

center, walking in His ways. 

 

Perhaps we can say that, more than being a mark of a disciple, worship of God is the ultimate goal of a         

disciple. Our worship time together on Sundays is part of the learning process for us in moving towards that 

goal: we proclaim His glory, we recount His deeds of power, we meditate upon His ability, and we remember 

that we are unable. We practice this pattern on Sundays and we can use this pattern as a model for our lives 

everyday.  

 

Everything we do that helps us to more fully know and say ñyesò to God, to more fully live a life of gratitude 

(in essence as well as action) and radical trust, brings us closer to true worship.  

 

Let the Amen, Sound from His people again . .
