Summer ï Making a Difference 
 

Summer is finally here.  At least that is what the calendar shows though Iôm wondering 

with all the nice weather weôve had this June if summer has already come and gone.  

Summer is that time of year when thoughts turn to a little extra relaxation, maybe     

barbequing and eating outdoors, vacation with possibly some traveling, working out in 

the yard and garden, and lots of sunshine (relative to the rest of the year).  For youth of 

all ages it means the vast selection of summer camps:  soccer camp, baseball camp, 

computer camp, horse camp, tennis camp, etc.  For me, thoughts also turn to kids/youth 

simply because I seem to see them all over the place at parks, ball fields, tennis courts, 

shopping malls, movie theaters, and around the neighborhood.  Itôs not that they arenôt 

there at other times of the year itôs just that with the nice weather they seem to be ñmore 

visible.ò  And part of my thinking of kids/youth has to do with those youth who are 

committing themselves to a summer of service. 
 

So often we only hear about the bad stuff that kids do ï you know those difficult teens 

and pre-teens, or the ones that really mess up and end up on the wrong side of the law.  

But those youth are really in the minority.  The majority of teens are looking for ways 

to make a difference in the world.  And that is where the youth of Mt. Si Lutheran 

Church come in ï in two different ways. 
 

Mt. Si Lutheran has always prided itself in support of our youth including mission trips, 

and this year is no exception.  Monies have been and are being raised through various 

means to help support our youth and family ministries.  One of the ways that the monies 

raised are assisting is the San Francisco Mission Trip (July 31 ï August 8).  This trip 

includes 16 youth and 4 adults.  This mission trip work will focus on working with the 

homeless by handing out clothing and serving food at city missions; and working with 

youth of all ages at an inner city kids club.  On these types of trips the people who the 

youth serve love to have them come, and benefit a great deal from the ministry of our 

youth.  But the ones who seem to get the most out of mission trips are the youth, and 

more than likely, also the adults who accompany them.  They come away from each 

experience feeling good about their work, feeling good about themselves, having a 

sense of a world that is much larger than themselves, and most importantly, having met 

Christ face to face.  (Read Matthew 25 for the best explanation).  This is one way the 

youth from Mt. Si Lutheran Church will make a difference in the world. 
 

The second way is a more on the local side or the ñright hereò side of ministry, namely, 

our annual Vacation Bible School week (July 13 ï 17).  As of this writing over 20 of 

our senior high and middle school youth are signed up to lead and assist in this        

ministry.  In fact, this year it is being projected that there will be more youth than  

adults in leadership positions for VBS.  The youth will be involved as ñcrew leadersò,      

teachers, song leaders, and will assist in decorating and crafts, to name just a few areas.  

And as with any mission trip and any chance to do hands on ministry the youth and the 

adults involve return home changed.  They have grown together as a group, they have a 

different view of the world, and they have a deeper sense of who God is and what God 

is about in the world.
