I Like Pie 
 

I like pie.  I like other foods too, but I like pie.  Not all pie, just certain pies.  I donôt eat pie that 

often, but when I do I really enjoy it.  And on occasion I even talk about pie.  Now when I am 

talking about pie it is usually not the food kind of pie, but rather I tend to talk and explain 

things utilizing what is known as a pie diagram either drawn up on a white board, or on a piece 

of paper, or just speaking about it in conversation.  The pie diagram is a circle with lines     

crisscrossing within the circle intersecting in the middle.  This type of drawing reminds people 

of a pie (the food type) that has been sliced up and is ready for eating.  The individual slices can 

be of various sizes, but each is important to the whole.  I use the pie diagram to illustrate how a 

ñpiece hereò and ña piece thereò all come together to create the ñwhole.ò  Or how all the     

ingredients, when mixed together, create a pie.  The idea is that there isnôt just one thing,    

situation, or person but several items, situations, and people coming together that help to make 

something happen.  Itôs not unlike a real pie in which the pan, the ingredients, the warmth of 

oven all come together to make a delicious treat. 
 

Various and numerous ñpieces of pieò, if you will, make up Mt. Si Lutheran Church.  Each   

individual (child through adult), each family unit, the leadership teams, Sunday school teachers, 

musicians, church council, committees, our membership, our visitors, the staff, etc. are all slices 

of the pie that make up the life and ministry of this congregation.  As an example of how this 

type of pie works let us consider all of the pieces that came together to make up this past Holy 

Week.  These pieces included:
