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An Afternoon of Historical Reflection ð Sharing Our Story 
 

On Sunday, October 5, between 80 & 90 members and friends of Mt Si gathered for a 

wonderful potluck and an afternoon of sharing history about the congregation.  Large 

butcher paper was hung around the fellowship hall depicting each of the 10 pastors who 

have served Mt. Si as either settled (7) or interim (3).  Each sheet of paper included the 

pastorôs name and what years he served Mt. Si beginning with the first pastor, leading up 

to today.  At each of the round tables where everyone was enjoying the food and fellow-

ship were ½ page sheets of paper and a stack of pencils.  Each participant was encouraged 

to fill out a sheet with their name, when they joined the congregation, the pastorôs name, 

and questions such as ñWhat significant event(s) happened at Mt. Si during this time?ò 

ñWhat significant event(s) happened in your family?ò, and ñWhat was going on in the 

world during this time?ò  Everyone was encouraged to fill out a sheet for each pastor that 

they have had.  That meant that the longer you were a member of the congregation the 

more memories you had and the more sheets you filled out.  When completed the sheets 

of    paper were taped to the appropriate butcher paper under each pastorôs name.  Starting 

with the first pastor, Rev. Myron Lindblom, Mission Pastor, some of what was written 

about each pastor was read out loud.  The memories, stories, and remembrances began to 

flow all of which was augmented by a continuous power-point slide show of pictures of 

the history of Mt. Si.  Numerous things that members remembered and shared were        

recalled for the first time, and to the delight and pleasure of all who were in attendance.  

Several persons commented that Mt. Si has never had a major conflict; that this congrega-

tion enjoys fellowshipping together over good food; and that God has, and continues to 

bless this congregation.  God is indeed good, and the stories shared, your stories, show 

that to be true. 
 

From Transition to Call 
The afternoon concluded with an overview of the changeover from the transition process 

to the call process.  The Transition Team will have completed the Mission Profile work 

on Friday, October 31.  The Call Committee will be voted on at a specially called        

congregation meeting for that sole purpose on Sunday, Nov. 2, at 11:30 a.m.  Bishop 

Chris Boerger is scheduled to meet with the Transition Team and the newly elected Call 

Committee on Monday, November 17, 7:00 p.m. to go over the Mission Profile and to 

explain the call process to the Call Committee.  The congregation is invited to attend this 

meeting.  The Bishop will then have up to 30 days to return with candidate names for 

consideration by the Call Committee (Dec.).  The Call Committee will have up to 30 days 

to complete their first round of interviews, and if necessary a second round if there isnôt a 

clear choice.  Unfortunately, these interviews wonôt take place until after the holidays are 

completed beginning the first part of January.  Upon selection of their final choice for 

Lead Pastor, the Call Committee will present the candidate to the congregation (February) 

who, after a time of ñmeet and greetò will vote at a specially called congregational     

meeting.  The candidate will then have 30 days to decide to accept the ñCallò (March).
