As we have these conversations there is a 

phrase from Frederick Buechner that keeps going through my mind. 
 

ñThe place God calls you to is the place where your deep gladness 

 and the worldôs deep hunger meet.ò 

 

 In these cottage meeting conversations weôre working to discover what our deep 

gladness is as a congregation and as individuals.  We are also paying close attention to 

the needs of our community and our world.  The place those two meet is our place, the 

place God has called us to witness and serve.  I think we are on our way to discovering 

that place as a community of faith.  Together we are continually seeking to be the    

people and the church God has called us to be. What a great time in the life and        

ministry of Mount Si Lutheran Church! 

 

 As October draws to a close we celebrate the legacy of the Lutheran Church.  

As tradition holds, it was on Oct. 31st in 1517 that Martin Luther posted his 95 theses on 

the Wittenberg Church door.  It may be merely a coincidence that Luther posted this 

document on Halloween; I donôt think he had any spooky intentions.  Rather he may 

have posted his theses on that day because it is also the celebration of All Saints Eve.  

All Saints day is the day traditionally held to remember the saints and all those who 

have died in the faith before us.  One of the many things Luther was seeking to correct 

in the church of his day was the over emphasis on relics and saints.  He saw this as a 

distraction from Godôs grace given to us directly in the person of Jesus Christ.  Luther 

never intended to create such a great division in the church, but rather saw himself as a 

reformer within the church body.  He felt compelled by God to proclaim the gospel and 

his message of change.  He did so with unwavering conviction and passion which     

ultimately led to the fracture of the church. 

 

 While Luther gave the church many significant gifts; the work of the               

reformation is not over.  We are the church that was reformed and we are the church 

that is still reforming.  Luther changed the language of the church service from Latin to 

German, the language of the people.  He put scripture back in the hands of the people so 

they could encounter the Word of God for themselves.  Luther and his colleges          

established the legacy of the reformation that we carry on today.  Today the joy is ours 

to continue to reform the church, to continue to bring the Word of God to the language 

of the people we serve, to boldly proclaim the gospel in our words and deeds.
