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A Stewardship Message 

 

ñSomeone else can do it much better, Lord.ò 
 

A young Seminary student was spending the summer before her last year of schooling as a     

chaplain in one of our great national parks.  Most of her day-to-day duties found her involved in 

the care-taking of the park ï routine things like trimming trees and vines, feeding animals, and 

emptying trash receptacles.  The most enjoyable of her duties, however, was conducting a Sunday 

morning worship service.  Her congregation on a typical Sunday morning consisted of vacation-

ers, tourists, and campers. 

 

One Sunday, during the middle of the summer, the regular pianist did not show up for the service.  

Later, the seminary student discovered that it was because the pianist had had car trouble.  Faced 

with the dilemma of no one to play the piano for a group of worshippers who had never            

worshipped together before, she wisely decided to at least try to find a volunteer from amongst the 

vacationers gathered for worship that morning.  When she asked for a volunteer, no one            

responded.  She then asked, ñIs there anyone here who would like to volunteer?ò  To her surprise, 

a little girl jumped up and said, ñMy daddy can play the piano.ò  Right then all the eyes were on 

the little girlôs daddy!  After hesitating for a moment, the tall, distinguished gentleman got up, 

walked down the aisle toward the altar, and sat down at the piano.  As he began to accompany the 

singing, it was soon obvious that he was playing with only one finger.  However, one finger or 

not, he never missed a note, and his time was perfect.  He played all three hymns that way,       

simply, but more than adequately, and the worship service was a joy and inspiration to all. 

 

At the end of the service, the congregation of visitors approached the Seminary student and 

thanked her for her message.  But there was a steady line, just as long, approaching the guest     

pianist, especially thanking him for playing the music.  As they did so, they quickly learned that in 

real life their guest pianist was a renowned surgeon from a city over a thousand miles from the 

park.  This surgeon was so nationally known that several of them recognized his name from the 

media.  It struck them that this skilled, acclaimed doctor had offered to them the one God-given 

musical talent that he possessed, making no excuse for playing with only one finger, or that he had 

no more to offer!  He had given freely, and in full measure, what God had given to him.  In       

offering himself up, God was glorified, Godôs people were blessed, and the Doctor-turned-pianist 

felt very good about himself! 

 

That is all God expects from any of us - faithful stewardship of the time and talent that God has 

freely given us.  Perhaps it is this year; perhaps it might even be tomorrow or the next day that a 

few people in this congregation who are only ñone-fingered piano playersò will step forward, 

making no excuses and needing none, and give glory to God and bring blessings to all of us by 

using that talent, that gift.  Should that happen, we would have plenty of kingdom workers.  God 

can use one-fingered piano players much more than God can use a legion of folks hiding behind 

the old excuse that sounds like ñSomeone else can do it much better than I can.ò 

 

See you in church.

Martin Luther was the Leader of the 

great religious revolt of the sixteenth 

century in Germany; born at Eisleben, 

10 November, 1483; died at Eisleben, 

18 February, 1546.   

 

Because of his role as a leader of the Reformation,  Luther 

has been portrayed by his supporters as a hero of the faith 

and by his enemies as a cancer in the life of the church.  

Neither caricature does justice to the man.  He never       

regarded himself as more than one of Godôs forgiven      

sinners; to be embraced by the grace of Christ was for him 

all the honor any person could desire.  When one reads his 

writings, one discovers Lutherôs real joy for living, his 

earthy sense of humor, and his capacity for deep affection 

and sensitivity to human need.  He certainly lived what he 

preached, depending entirely on Christ to make him right 

with God and then boldly taking up the many vocations 

given him to serve others.  The young man who withdrew 

from the world to become a monk found himself in time 

committed to all the joys and cares of life in society.  He 

became a husband, a father, a parish pastor, the teacher of 

countless students, and the counselor of princes.  Hans    

Lutherôs high expectations for his son were indeed fulfilled, 

but in ways he never could have imagined!  ~Jane E. Strohl 
 

(Copied from the Leaflet Ministry Series) 

 

Reformation SundayðOct.
