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P R A Y E R  
 

Happy New Year!  The world celebrates the turning of the     
calendar but in the church we have been celebrating the new 
year since the beginning of Advent.  A new year always feels 
fresh, new, and open with possibility.  Itôs a good time to reflect 
on the year past, remember the highs and the lows, and plan 
what we might change.  Making resolutions is a popular practice 
for the new year.  At Mt. Si Lutheran we have resolved to be  people of prayer this year.  Every 
morning we will wake up, remember we are baptized children of God, and during the day we will 
find time to pray.  Now Iôm talking about real prayer, deep prayer, more than a prayer for a       
parking spot or a good playoff position. What moves your spirit and calls you to prayers? 
 

First make time and find some space.  A walk, a commute, a quiet place, are all fine ways to     
begin.  There are few good starting places if you are new to the practice of prayer.  You might 
begin with thinking about your family.  Whatôs going on in your family? What stresses, joys, or 
concerns, are before you now? You do not need fancy or eloquent words just name those in your 
thoughts towards the heavens.  ñGod, óIôm thinking about these thingsébe with me in them, give 
me wisdom, guidance, strength.ôò Your family and your close friends are a great way to begin the 
practice of prayer.  It is simple but it is intentional. 
 

Another practice I like is praying the news.  I read the newspaper or the news at an online site 
and pray the headlines. I notice what is going on around the world and pray.  I pray for the        
leaders of the nations for wisdom and strength, for people who suffer violence, oppression,          
natural disasters, disease.  I pray for Godôs spirit of peace to reign in places where war tears 
families and communities apart. 
 

Another great opportunity to pray is before meals.  At Holden Village they have a card on each 
table with a list of prayers.  Before each meal someone picks one of the prayers printed on the 
card and reads it aloud.  Itôs that simple.  Really simple but powerful to pray together as a family.  
One of Lutherôs favorites: ñLord God, Heavenly Father, bless us and these thy gifts, which we 
receive from Thy bountiful goodness, through Jesus Christ, our Lord. Amen.ò 
  

Luther also advocated for prayer at the beginning and close of the day.  You might put this      
morning prayer on the mirror in your bathroom or on the fridge: 
ñI thank Thee, my heavenly Father, through Jesus Christ, Thy dear Son, that Thou hast kept 
me this night from all harm and danger; and I pray Thee that Thou wouldst keep me this day 

also from sin and every evil, that all my doings and life may please Thee.   
For into Thy hands I commend myself, my body and soul, and all things.   

Let Thy holy angel be with me, that the wicked Foe  may have no power over me. Amen.ò 
 

And at the close of the day: 
 ñI thank Thee, my heavenly Father, through Jesus Christ, Thy dear Son,  

that Thou hast graciously kept me this day; and I pray Thee that Thou wouldst forgive  

me all my sins where I have done wrong, and graciously keep me this night.  

For into Thy hands I commend myself, my body and soul, and all things.   

Let Thy holy angel be with me, that the wicked Foe may have no power over me. Amen.ò 
 

How will you be a person of prayer this year? May God bless you in your practice, be 

with you in your success and your failure, and be your strength and guide.

GIVE GOD THE ñFIRST FRUITSòOF YOUR TIME 
 

ñI require éthe first fruits and the choicest of your contributions.ò 
(Ezekiel 20:40 AMP)  

In the Old Testament, the first part of the harvest was to be offered to God in gratitude.  So when 
God says, ñI requireéthe first fruits and the choicest of your contributions,ò it means instead of fitting 
Him into your agenda you must put Him at the top.  Notice: He wants your ñfirst fruits,ò not your      
leftovers.  One Bible teacher put it like this: ñIôve trained myself to start each day by giving God the 
first fruits of my time.  Iôve realized that Iôm not going to get through the day peacefully if I donôtéSo, 
each morning I get coffee, and usually while still in my pajamas, I spend as much time with God as I 
need in order to feel I can behave properly and walk in the Fruit of the Spirit throughout the day.  Iôve 
learned to use the best part of my day to give God the best part of my heart.  Donôt use this gift of 
time with God to meditate on your problemséset your heart as the Psalmist did: óI trusted in, relied 
on, and was confident in You, O Lord; I said, You are my God.  My times are in your handsôò (Ps. 31: 
14-15 AMP).  Note the words ñmy times are in your hands.ò  Each day will bring times of joy, times of 
testing, times of challenge, and times of temptation.  Thatôs why you need to pray, ñLord, each hour 
of this day Iôm depending on You.  Let my words, my attitudes, my decisions, and my actions bring 
glory to You.ò  (From: The Word for You Today devotional, entry for December 11, 2014.) 

 

Plan to give God the first fruits of your time in the New Year.  Remember that all of your time is a gift 
from God.  Offer it up in gratitude.  Follow the example of the Bible teacher above, and spend as 
much time with God as you need in order to feel you can behave properly and walk in the Fruit of the 
Spirit throughout the day.  May God be the Master of your time in 2015.

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Greetings and peace to you all from your Church council. 
 

As the end of the year approaches it is a time of transition for the council. Bob Bartlett, Ed Benson and Lee Prewitt 

have completed their terms on the council and will be leaving. We thank them for their years of service. In January 

we will be welcoming Ann Bartlett and Nancy Flanagan to the council. They were each approved to serve on the 

council by a vote of the congregation at our December 7th congregational meeting. At our December council     

meeting, the council approved me for a second term as president. I will be joined on the executive board by Heidi 

Dukich, serving a second term as vice president, and Kelly Luna, serving as secretary.  The council will be holding 

a retreat on January 17 to set our goals for the coming year. 
 

At the December 7th congregational meeting the council presented a budget for approval. After some serious       

discussion the congregation voted to approve the budget as presented. Various members of the congregation        

expressed concern that we were behind in our benevolence payments to the ELCA.  In response to that concern the 

council approved payment of $5,000 to the ELCA in December. One of our goals for next year is to look at our 

budget process to identify ways to make it more strategic in aligning our spending with our mission, and to make it 

more transparent to the congregation. 
 

As we enter the New Year, we are going to start a focus on stewardship. We will be using resources from the     

synod to help us examine our stewardship practices. The budget that we passed estimates expenditures to be         

approximately $30,000 more than our projected income at our current rate of giving. This sounds like a lot to make 

up if you look at it as individuals. But, if you look at our potential across the congregation it is less foreboding. If 

each individual or family unit that gives on a regular basis would increase their giving by $10 a week (which is the 

cost of about two lattes), by the end of the year we would have an increase in income of $500 per family or          

individual. If you consider that we have about 30 families or individuals giving on a regular basis that increases our 

total income by $15,000 for the year. We started a pledge drive in December and encourage you all to take a pledge 

card and prayerfully consider making a commitment for your giving this year. 
 

The council is planning to pursue establishing a regular scheduled ministries meeting night each month. The idea is 

that this would bring all of the ministries committees together once a month. We would share a meal and then break 

out into the different committees to conduct their monthly meetings. This would allow for better coordination      

between the different ministries and the council which could result in more efficient use of our time and resources.

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          The Hope Light Brings!

One of the challenges that I face in my life is that I struggle with the experience of         

claustrophobia. It usually takes me by surprise when I find myself in a tight space in which   

I feel trapped. One of my worst episodes took place on board a Canadian ferry boat. We 

were down in the bowels of the ship parked between two semi-trucks when the huge ramps 

of the ferry were raised into place shutting out all the natural light. 
  

My chest constricts, my throat tightens, my heart beats rapidly, and I break into a sweat. The kind where you 

want to rip your clothes off. I couldn't get to the upper decks fast enough. 
  

I also have known this experience in something as subtle as being seated at a large dinner table with people     

sitting on either side of me. It can also happen if I find myself in the middle of a long church pew. I have learned 

to request only aisle seats if I attend the theater and likewise when flying. 
  

I have no idea why this phobia has settled into my life. I didn't know it as child and have no memory of ever   

being trapped. It is something I have just learned to live with. Fortunately for my worst episodes I have        

medication which greatly eases the panic. What brings me reassurance when I am feeling trapped is being able 

to see light and to know that there is a pathway. When I am in a tunnel my heart beat slows down as soon as        

I can see the light at the end of the tunnel. It is a great relief to me when they finally open the door of the         

airplane and the outside light rushes in. 
  

Epiphany for me has taken on added meaning because I so deeply appreciate the star. The star that leads to the 

Savior. I appreciate in the dark of winter that we turn to the Light. The Light that no darkness can overcome. 
  

A dear friend of mine who knows how I struggle to get through the darkness of winter frequently reminds of 

when the winter solstice has passed and each day adds a minute or two of day light. 
  

Facing this challenge in my life has given me insight into what it means for so many in our world who find 

themselves trapped by the injustices of this world. There are so many people who spend a life time in darkness 

waiting for the light to come. 
  

Hope is when you see that first glimmer of light in the darkness. Hope is when you know there is a way forward. 
  

It brings me great joy as your bishop to witness the many ways this church, in all of its expressions, is bringing 

light into the world.
