And once we are transformed by God’s grace we
are sent. The risen Jesus meets Mary Magdalene at the empty tomb and says to her “Go!
Tell the others!” We are not left the empty tomb to make a shrine we are sent into the
world with an active and vibrant faith.

As our summer season begins I hope you plan time to relax and enjoy friends and
family. Stay connected to your church family and spread the word. God is on the
move!

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Welcome to the Book of Faith page. The purpose of this page is to share all things related to the Book of
Faith focus at Mount Si Lutheran. Stay tuned each month, and prepare to share your input as we
together do what the above tag line says, “Open Scripture and Join the Conversation”.

Over the last few months, we have journeyed together through six weeks of Lent, wept at the cross on Good
Friday, and celebrated at the empty tomb on Easter Sunday. At the end of the fifty day Easter Season, we will
celebrate the Day of Pentecost on June 8. This commemorates the day the Holy Spirit was sent to be our
Helper. It also marks the beginning of the Christian Church. So, what does it mean to be the Church? What
does Scripture tell us about the nature of the Church, and the expectations of those who claim to be followers
of Jesus Christ?

Let’s start at the beginning. The Book of Acts tells us how the Church started and then spread throughout the
known world. If you haven’t read the book recently, you might want to do so. It is very powerful. Prior to his
ascension, Jesus had “ordered (the disciples) not to leave Jerusalem, but to wait there for the promise of the
Father. "This," he said, "is what you have heard from me; for John baptized with water, but you will be
baptized with the Holy Spirit not many days from now... You will receive power when the Holy Spirit has come
upon you, and you will be my witnesses in Jerusalem, in all Judea and Samaria, and to the ends of the
earth.” (Acts 1:4-5, 8§). Jesus promised that the disciples would receive the Holy Spirit, and would be
empowered to carry the Good News of Jesus Christ to the entire world. Then he ascended into Heaven.

The second chapter of Acts is the amazing account of the Holy Spirit’s arrival, and the impact it had on the
people who were in Jerusalem at the time. “When the day of Pentecost had come, they were all together in one
place. And suddenly from heaven there came a sound like the rush of a violent wind, and it filled the entire
house where they were sitting. Divided tongues, as of fire, appeared among them, and a tongue rested on each
of them. All of them were filled with the Holy Spirit and began to speak in other languages, as the Spirit gave
them ability” (Acts 2:1-4).  As a result of this incredible sight, a crowd gathered around to see what was
happening. There were Jews from all over the world in attendance, and they were each able to hear the
message in their own language. Peter was emboldened to preach. With great power through the Holy Spirit,
he shared the Good News of Christ. He then called them to repent and be baptized, and 3,000 people
responded that day.

The last part of chapter 2 contains a beautiful description of the Church in those early days. It is a snapshot of
what the Church could be today if we were as fully devoted to Christ as were the earliest followers. “They
devoted themselves to the apostles' teaching and fellowship, to the breaking of bread and the prayers...All who
believed were together and had all things in common, they would sell their possessions and goods and
distribute the proceeds to all, as any had need. Day by day, as they spent much time together in the temple...
with glad and generous hearts, praising God and having the goodwill of all the people. And day by day the
Lord added to their number those who were being saved” (Acts 2:42-47).

May God help us be the Church we have been called to be! Amen.

The title of the book is Incarnate: The Body of Christ in an Age
of Disengagement by Michael Frost. Pastor Mark will lead us through these conversations. Grab a cup of
coffee and join us in the library for lively conversation & fellowship.

Book Description: The story of Christianity is a story of incarnation - God taking on flesh and dwelling among the people
he created. God appointing and sending people as his body, his hands and feet. Disciples of Jesus bearing the good news
even as they bear the marks of his passion. Whatever Christianity is, it is at least a matter of flesh and blood and the ends
of the earth. And yet so much of contemporary Christian culture is rooted not in incarnation but in escape - escape from
the earth to heaven, escape from the suffering of this world, escape even from one another. Christianity is increasingly
understood as something personal, conceptual, interior, private, neighborless. If Jesus was God incarnate, the church is in
danger of being excarnate. Michael Frost expertly and prophetically exposes the gap between the faith we profess and the
faith we practice. And he offers new hope for how the church can fulfill its vocation: to be the hands and feet of Christ to
one another and to our neighbors, to the ends of the earth and to the end of the age.

A Lifelong Learner

So faith comes from what is heard, and what is heard comes by the preaching of Christ. --
Romans 10:17

It was a joy for me to be able to share in midweek worship with the gracious people of
Gethsemane and The Garden in Seattle. Dinner consisted of a hearty bowl of chili and bread
that was enjoyed by those of us seated at round tables. Pr. Joanne Engquist was our guide as
she helped us explore the depth of God's love for the world. She helped us move beyond the
understanding that the creation is simply a back drop for our daily lives or something to be exploited for our own
use. We explored together God's desire to redeem not just human lives but the whole creation.

Pr. Engquist masterfully introduced us to a variety of scriptural passages which helped us to see how reconciliation
is not something that happens just between human beings. She graciously pointed out the tendency to reduce
salvation as an act directed only at individuals and opened for us the expansive desire of God to reconcile all people
unto God's self. Then she took us yet one step further as she taught us that the word for world in "God so loved the
world" is cosmos. We were now exploring the cosmic dimensions of God's love.

Ceil Fjellman was seated at our table. Ceil was married to the late Bishop Gib Fjellman. Gib was my bishop when I
first came into ministry. The Fjellmans have contributed immensely in shaping a deep love of the church for Kim
and me. We hold them both as dear friends.

Celil is very likely to see 100 years of age. This is due in no small part to the way she continues to seek out
opportunities for worship and learning. I was so inspired to see Ceil participating fully in the conversation. She
resonated with the notion that God loves the whole world. Ceil was articulate in her delight that God's love reaches
far beyond the Christian community. I marveled at her openness and her willingness to expand her understanding of
God and the whole creation.

The journey through God's love of the cosmos was coming to an end as we were about to move into the chapel for
Holden Vespers. Ceil was still ruminating on the evening's word when she shared with us how her understanding of
the creation had deepened through the conversation. "I have always thought of the creation as something beautiful
that I have enjoyed but now I see that it is even more than that."

Sitting in my chair I could not help but think how amazing it was to watch a person who has lived so many years
still enamored with God's word and willing to take in new understanding about the length and depth of God's love.
Oh, that we might all be so open and willing to learn.
